REDISTRICTING: Redistricting is necessary to balance enrollment at the three elementary 
schools. In the fall of 2019 the School Board approved new attendance 
boundaries after planning and input from demographer, District staff, 
parents, community leaders, the Village, and safety officials. New 
attendance went into effect at the start of the 2020-21 school year.
